The Washington Group Questions (WGQ) are designed to be administered at the
individual level. However, in humanitarian action data is often collected at the
household level as opposed to (or in addition to) at the individual level.

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NEVER ASK THE HEAD OF HOUSEHOLD A FILTER
QUESTION (e.g. Do you have people with disabilities/
medical conditions in your household?) to determine
household members who need to be asked the WGQ
